In the year 2000, we moved into full-time
missionary and Church Planting ministry in the
Central Region. We praise God for the support and
backing of MABMI and Calvary Baptist Church of
Techiman who took us on as shepherd care and
sending Church owing to the situation then in
Liberia.

The Lord has blessed our ministry with four
church plants: three in the Central Region and
Crossroads Baptist Church in the Greater Accra
Region.
